	· Airflow was tested on April 1 by an external contractor – the measured velocity was 172/minute, and was designed for 100/minute. 1000 CFM discrepancy is working under a slightly negative pressure, which is positive.

2. 10th Street Parking – Vaccination clinic - Daryl
	· New PHO – masks are now mandatory in classrooms and shared offices; essentially anywhere a space is being occupied by more than one person.
· There are plastic barriers for instructors to stand behind if instructors do not want to wear a mask.
· There is no end date for the current PHO.
· BC Go Forward Guidelines – expected end of June. Quick overview for September to begin planning will go out early next month that will extend to August.
