Old Business:
	1. Stats Report (Standing item) 
	· There are no new claims for WCB. 
· Arleen will provide an overview of WorkSafe over the past 10 years at the next meeting.
· Deans and Chairs have been updated on how to find and how to complete claim forms.
· There has been two first aid incidents. Both were students. One student received a burn; one student had a cut finger. The incidents took place at Nelson and Castlegar.

	2. Inspection Schedule
	· Donna is unable to access the JOHS Committee folders to review the inspection schedules.
· Is the Committee agreeable to doubling the inspections. One member of the Committee and one member from the department with area expertise to complete the inspections?
· The Committee has agreed to the above suggestion.

	3. Fine Wood Working Dust Handling System - Update
	· An engineer completed an inspection in March and suggested the College replace the system within a few years. The present system does not comply with WorkSafe. The College was provided a quote, and a budget of $20,000 has been earmarked for this year.
· Minor modifications will take place next week, and take two weeks to complete, with the long-term plan of replacing the full system within the next two years to meet standards.
· Action: Rob to send the inspection to Donna for the JOHS records.





New Business:
	1. Covid-19 Update
	· Feedback on the return to campus has been positive. Student compliance has been great. There have been two incidents where students did not wear masks in the bookstore. 
· The spray hand sanitizer product placed in classrooms is disappearing quite frequently. The College purchased an order of a two in one product (hand sanitizer and disinfectant), and is awaiting shipment. The bottles cannot be adhered, as the students will need to use them to spray their stations. Signage along with communications will be created.
· It was suggested that there be a designated area with a sign for the bottles to live that Safety Champions can check frequently.  
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Morning mist will be replaced with the two in one product. The morning mist bottles will be taken out of service.
· Action: Donna to send a communication out to SK employees not to reuse the morning mist bottles.
· If it is noted that the hand sanitizer is low, email H&S for refills.
· Students at SK have been responsive to the COVID protocols and are appreciative.
· The self-assessment tool for employees to complete prior to campus has been successful. 

	2. Microwaves, Kettles, Coffee Pots
	· WorkSafe has recently changed their guidance, and are allowing the College to use these items. Use is to be minimized and the appliances will need to be sanitized between uses. Tarunjit is sourcing sanitizing wipes to be placed at each station, along with marketing for signage.
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
