Old Business:
1. Inspection Reports (Inspection reports for previous years are available in the shared committee folder on the s:drive)

2. Stats Report (Standing Item) – Sophie
· First Aid
· Three slips have occurred outside:

· Pilot Check Mate Update 
· Current pilot project has been successful.

4. Chemical Management Program Update – Sophie 
· Ongoing process – Sophie going to KSA twice a week.
· Fit testing for second year students on Jan 15.
· Have access to the Canadian Occupational Health and Safety portal for MSDS sheets. 
· Suppliers are expected to provide MSDS sheets with products, but this portal can also be utilized.

5. Radon Testing Update
· Testing kits are all out now and were placed before Christmas. Kits were in placed and reading during the holiday break.
· Sophie to collect the kits in March. Results provided to Committee at the March or April meeting.
· Based on results, Committee to look in to electronic kits for high risk areas.

6. TOR Final Approval

7. Gas Shed
· Has training and assigned responsibility occurred?
· Biology and Chemistry have toured the gas shed and provided recommendations. 
· The shed has been cleaned and is being maintained – signs have been posted by facilities.

· Fire cabinet to be used for charging batteries.

· Risk of hydrogen fluoride gas leak if there is another fire.	
· Query a need to draft a protocol around charging.
· Signage around taking out battery once charged; do not charge overnight.
